REACH AND IMPACT

CSD’s programs benefit a cross-section of Filipinos living in
the Philippines and abroad. Beneficiaries include underserved
communities, students of public schools, youth leaders, and
Filipino-American associations.

e Spearheaded the launch of Gearing up Internet Literacy
and Access for Students which by end 2005 connected 404
public high schools, bringing total to 727 reaching 350,000
youths

e Spearheaded the formation of the Education and Livelihood
Skills Alliance in Muslim Mindanao. Reached over 100,000
individuals, including elementary students, teachers, Muslim
youth leaders, and out of school youths

¢ Named Environment Champion by the World Bank and
the Department of Environment and Natural Resources for
the foundation’s solid waste management program

e Facilitated the awarding of college scholarships to three
members of the Ayala-Intel Computer Clubhouse from the
Intel Computer Clubhouse Network

e Convened the 7th Ayala Young Leaders Congress with 71
college student leaders
